Is it possible to treat records with a 520 and records with a 505 differently? YES. 

No record should have both fields; it should always be one or the other. Records with a 520 are item level records. If all fields are moved to IRIS in the same way, there will potentially be many duplicate work records, because each MARC item level record carries all the work record information with it. Would it be possible to write a script so that for a set of records for the same built work with 520 fields, only the first instance of certain pieces of information would transfer to a work record, and other pieces of information would transfer singly to the image or source records?
